Re-building at Clement Kern Gardens
As part of the Choice grant, Clement Kern Gardens will be
demolished and re-built in three phases. This means some
households will need to move temporarily. As a current resident, you
will have the right to return to a brand new unit at Clement Kern
Gardens, OR one of the other new housing developments built
throughout the neighborhood. Your rent will continue to be based
on your income. 
You don't need to move now! 
Beginning at least six months before you need to move, your TCB
Service Coordinator and property management will work closely with you
to review all of your options and identify the best one for you and your
household. Options will depend on 1) your household size 2) what building
you currently live in and 3) personal preferences. 

Relocation Support Starts: Service coordinators
and relocation manager discuss options with each
household, and create Family Success Plans. 
In-person Programming: CNI Partners start
youth and adult programs to support health,
education and workforce needs of residents! 

First Phase of Move-outs: East side residents
move to temporary units/new housing with the
support of Relocation Staff and TCB CL team.
