became a minister while serving a life sentence 
without the possibility of parole.
During 29 years in prison, he started programs to 
reduce parolee recidivism and the school-to-prison 
pipeline. His work led thousands to transform their 
lives. He chaired the NAACP Detroit Branch Prison 
Program Committee and served on the Chance for 
Life Board before Gov. Rick Synder commuted his 
sentence in 2018.
Police Commissioner Woods continues to inspire 
youth and others through his story to show anyone 
can rebuild their lives – and commit to building the 
community around them. On any given day, you 
might find him speaking at events; urban planning 
with politicians, billionaires and pastors; or working 
with judges, the FBI, DEA, US Attorney Office, and 
others on public safety.
Since his release, he has worked with Mitch Albom 
SAY Detroit and Growth Works. He served on the 
State Appellate Defenders Commission and the 
Detroit Wayne Integrated Health Network’s Sub-
stance Use Disorder Board. He is a licensed Elder 
at Greater Grace Temple and the founder and CEO 
of Fighting the Good Fight LLC.
Police Commissioner Woods joined the Board in 
January 2024 after appointment by the Mayor to a 
five-year term and confirmation by the City Council.

The Board of Police Commissioners 
(BOPC) is comprised of 11 members. Seven (7) are elect-
ed by districts like City Council members, and four (4) are 
at-large mayoral appointees approved by the Council. All 
11 Board members serve without compensation as a vital 
civilian board to help ensure police powers and practices 
comply with Constitutional protections and community 
policing standards.
The 1974 City Charter first established a civilian oversight 
board. The BOPC derives its current powers and duties 
from the 2012 Charter, which strengthened independent, 
citizen oversight.

Authority: The Board has supervisory control and 
oversight of the Police Department.

Meeting Schedule: The Board is required to 
meet at least once each week but may vote to recess dur-
ing the Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year holidays. 
All meetings are held in accordance with the Open Meet-
ings Act.

Specific Duties:
n	 Establish policies, rules and regulations in consulta-

tion with the Chief of Police, and with the approval of 
the Mayor 

n	 Review and approve the departmental budget before 
its submission to the Mayor

n	 Receive and resolve any complaint concerning the 
operation of the Police Department except those 
involving criminality

n	 Act as final authority in imposing or reviewing disci-
pline of employees of the department

n	 Make an annual report to the Mayor, the City Council, 
and the public of the department’s activities during 
the previous year, including the handling of crime and 
complaints, and of future plans 

Other Board Responsibilities:
Staff*: The Board appoints a Board Secretary and a 
Chief Investigator, along with other investigators to 
handle citizen complaints against police/DPD.

Chief of Police: Whenever the Chief of Police position 
becomes vacant, the Board is responsible for conducting 
a professional search to identify qualified candidates. 
The Board submits a list of the final candidates to the 
Mayor, who makes the appointment subject to City Coun-
cil approval.

Police Personnel: The Board appoints a civilian as 
Director of Police Personnel. The Board also approves all 
promotions made within the Police Department.

Office of the Chief Investigator (OCI): OCI inves-
tigates citizen complaints against police and other DPD 
staff and reports findings to the Board. 
Contact OCI to file a complaint against police officers or 
any other Police Department employee:

* All Board appointments are civilian and serve at the pleasure of the Board.
