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Frequently Asked Questions

. How many homes will receive repairs? A minimum of 130 homes
will be served. Additional homes will be served if additional funding is
received.

Can | apply for multiple homes? No, an applicant can only apply for
the home that they live in and own.

How much will be spent per home? The amount to be spent per
home will vary depending upon the critical repair needed at the
home.

Is this first come, first served? No, the program is not first come, first
served. Applications will be scored based on prioritization criteria
based on input from the community planning study.



How Will Homes Be Selected?

Prioritization Criteria Points

Vulnerable Population 2 Points max
e Household member is 65 or older, or
e Household member is receiving federal disability benefits, or
e Household member is under the age of 18

Household Income Less than 50% AMI or 2 Points or
Household Income Less than 80% AMI 1 Point
Home is 2000 ft or less from Project or Truck Routes or 2 Points or
Home is greater than 2000 ft from Project or Truck Routes 1 Point
Previous FCA Home Repair Program applicant but not selected to 1 Point
receive repairs

Maximum Number of Points 7 Points

If there is a tie in points for the final home repair slots, then the length
of homeownership will be used as a tie breaker.
