● Design Update

○ Exploring  historic references with Commission

○ Materials discussion

■ Survey stockpiled materials 

● Configuration

○ 30 Ft. paver right of way with limestone curbs 

○ Reconstructing paver road within historic parameters



Project Scope
● The Reconstruction could include:

○ New and salvaged pavers

○ New and salvaged curbs

○ Utility work

○ Street tree spot replacement

○ Site furnishings

○ Driveway approach repair where needed

○ Sidewalk repair

○ Lighting improvements



Construction Considerations 

• Historic Preservation

• Replacing materials where they are from within tolerance

• Michigan TAP (Transportation Alternatives Program) Grant

• Construction phasing to consider the needs of the community 

• Design is being mindful to balance the history of the street
